A Second Look

As you meditate upon God’s Word above, remember that the formatting, underlining, bolding, and using all caps are all simply my means of trying to get each reader to slow down and digest the truths emphasized in Scripture. If anything is true, the one truth placed before us in this passage is the absolute capacity of Christ to do anything and everything necessary to meet our needs. The words of this leper cause us to enquire, “Is it always Christ’s will that each person be healed?” If we ask this question and are meaning only in the narrowest physical and immediate sense, “Is it always Christ’s will for each and every person to be specifically, physically, and immediately healed?” We must answer honestly, “NO!” Now, before you feel and overwhelming sense of defeat and discouragement, please read the rest of my thoughts.
We have the clear and concrete testimony of Paul in 2 Cor. 12. Three times, Paul invoked Christ’s name in hopes of healing his “thorn in the flesh.” The direct answer was, “No, but my grace will be sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weakness” (2 Cor. 12:9). Thus, we can at least say that while healing (in this human dimension) is not always God’s preeminent goal; God can and will bless us beyond physical healing. Sometimes, God’s will is to give us that which is of an even greater value that physical healing; He plans to share His spiritual presence, power, and glory with us! However, can we then conclude that it is “never” God’s will to intervene with healing? Just as we cannot say “God will ALWAYS heal,” likewise, we cannot say, “God will NEVER heal.” Well then, what can we say with absolute certainty as we face the crises of life? We can say with this leper, “Healing is ALWAYS within God’s capacity.” We can also say, “God ALWAYS cares to hear our request.” And we can say, “We can ALWAYS trust His will for God will NEVER allow one of us to go through suffering without His provision of His SUFFICIENT Grace.”
What is sufficient grace? The best way to understand sufficiency is to measure the size, weight, scope, and magnitude of your burden or your need and to go one mark or measure larger; this is sufficient. Sufficient means one mark or measure larger than the need. God will always give His children “sufficient grace” for any need before us. Does God still heal? “Why, of course God still heals!” All healing is the result of the marvelous way God has created us. God heals supernaturally. God heals naturally. God heals medically. All healing comes from you. I would venture to say, “You have both experienced and witnessed God’s healing. If you do not know or recognize God healing, that is a testimony of your lack of alertness to the hand of God, not the slackness of God’s hand to heal.” All healing comes from God; from whence else can the ability to heal come?
The greatest certainty the leper reveals is that we can trust God with all our needs. Know this: He loves you. He knows your need. He hears your prayer. He is able to meet your need both as your perceive your answer to be and beyond what you perceive the answer to be. Rest in Him!

A Second Mile
Each need to which you awaken is God’s invitation to His sufficiency.
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
