Some of us may wonder, “Why should I have hope today?”
You should have hope today because the presence of Christ brings to our lives the convergence of compassion and power. Christ cares about what you are facing today. Are you on your own bed of affliction? Christ cares! Are you facing a seeming insurmountable crisis? Christ cares enough to come to you wherever you are! Are you overwhelmed by that which you have no answer or resolution? Take heart, there is nothing outside the arena of His power and authority!
All disease, disaster, disappointment, devastation, and even death, are defeated by the powerful presence of Christ. Did you notice the three succinct statements of verse fifteen? He touched her. Although, we are still mortal and all of us will ultimately face death, Christ is still in the business of restoring us from our suffering and using us to bring hope and healing to others.
