A Second Look

Christ clearly teaches us that the Word of God is the seed planted in the heart of man. It is the seed of the Word that is brought to life by the moving of the Holy Spirit within the will of man. Common experience also teaches us what the Word makes known – we have an enemy seeking to thwart all God seeks to do within us. How can we distinguish that which is grown as a result of the Spirit and that which is grown as a result of the enemy?
Jesus teaches us that as the wheat sprouts, forms, and matures so also the product of the weeds make themselves known. Horticulture is surely not my strong suit. While I doubt I can distinguish a sunflower from a daffodil, I have learned something important about wheat and tares. Although both stems and plants look a great deal alike, the tare lacks the kernel of grain in the head of the plant. Since wheat contains the all important kernel of grain, the wheat bows itself low while the tare stands tall and erect. Herein a vital picture of spiritual truth is set before us; that which is spiritually authentic and alive in the heart of man cause the man to bow himself in sincere worship before the Lord. However, when man raises his head in prideful arrogance, he, in fact, reveals he is empty-headed and filled with hollow-minded pride. Man proves whether he is moved by the Spirit or ruled by the flesh by the way he surrenders to the Lord or stands in insolent rebellion. Wheat or tares, empty-headed or humble-spirited, asserting self-will or submitted to the will of God; the real from the pretentious can always be known.
