A Second Look

Have you ever felt that you simply did not fit?  As you looked around you felt as if you thought you were attending a Martin Luther King rally only to find one hundred men in long white sheets. You know what I mean; you felt like a high school senior having signed up for a Caribbean cruise only to learn the most active game on board was the bingo tournament. You did not know the culture, did not know the handshake, did not know the language, and did not know the people or the lay of the land. You simply did not fit! That was the mindset of Moses; he felt like such an exile (vs. 22) that he named his first son “fur-inner!” He might as well have been one of those ex-patriots from East Baton Rouge parish having moved into Livingston parish you read about in “Call and Comment!”  So, what do you need to know and need to do when you feel like an outsider?
First, understand that sometimes God has to “set you aside” to teach you what you need to know for the future and to help you let go of yesterday. Second, God may very well be leading you to understand that when you fight the wrong battle with the wrong weapons you end up in the wrong destiny (look back over how Moses ended up in Midian in chapter 2).Third, you may be needing to learn not to live by feelings but rather to start living by faith. Finally, God may be teaching you that following your impulse may put you in a type of prison.

“Therefore to him that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin.” (Jm. 4:17)
A Second Step

“LORD, teach me to live by faith and not my feelings. Set me free from my own Midian desert in which I have exiled myself by impulsive living.”
A Second Mile
An interesting thing about impulse, if you put yourself in a situation that makes it difficult or impossible to follow it, the impulse will quickly subside. Being at the wrong place at the wrong time invariably leads to the wrong results.
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
