A Second Look

Once again we open Scripture with a sense of awe and wonder at the beauty of language. On one hand we can read the verse above and quickly have a keen sense of the gist or the essence of the passage. On the other hand, we can devote ourselves to more thoughtful and careful dissection of the words and we arrive at the same truth however with deeper meaning and fuller understanding and greater passion to embrace its truth. Take time to meditate upon the word comes (in the second line of the verse above) and the word believes (in the third line above). 

Jesus gloriously declares that our hunger and our thirst will be abundantly and continuously satisfied. However, we find ourselves grappling with the experiential reality that this is not always accomplished and in confusion we wonder, “Why?” Woven into the depth of the meaning of the two words emphasized in the preceding paragraph are a number of factors which help us understand each word better. He who comes is present tense. The emphasis is continuous action – continuously coming to Christ. The idea is to present oneself to the Lord repeatedly with the intent of accompanying or walking alongside. In essence, Jesus said, “The one who continuously seeks to walk with me and according to my will experience an abiding and deep sense of satisfaction.” As a verb, the word also has an important element or characteristic which is call “voice.” The voice of a verb is usually active, passive, or middle. An active voice indicates the subject of the sentence is the one exhibiting or performing the action. When the passive voice is used the emphasis is that a third party is performing the action of the verb upon the subject. Often the middle voice is used with the idea is that the subject of the verb is acting in a way that has a reflexive response upon oneself. Therefore, Jesus is teaching us that by continuously coming to Christ so as to present ourselves to Him so that we can walk in fellowship and obedience with Christ rebounds to our own blessing and benefit.
He who believes (the third line) is in the present tense emphasizing continuous action. The active voice underscores willingly entrusting self to the control of Christ. Abundance and fulness result from emptying ourselves of fleshly control and fleshly purposes. Let go and Christ will take hold. Pour self out as a libation offering to the Lord and He will fill you up to overflowing.
