A Second Look

Does the shocking exclamation of verse four tell us more about the adulterous woman or does it tell us more about the scribes and Pharisees accusing her? Where does the greater moral lapse lie? Make sure you take time to carefully measure out each of the final four words making up the last phrase of the sentence.
· How was she caught in the very act?
· Is there any evidence or even an accusation that she was that brazen?
· Was this immoral act taking place in their equivalent of Time Square?
· If her actions were that overt, where was her male partner?
· To be caught in the very act, where were the Pharisees spending their time?
· Could this have been a conspiracy to have c her in the very act?
· As they question Jesus, do they present a sincere question or a solicitous trap?
· Is there driving desire moral purity or personal power?
Possibly the greatest wonder of the whole event is the magnificently balanced expression of truth and grace as Christ fends off their deceptive plot with His redemptive wisdom. Jesus Christ was not intimidated or manipulated by their devilish designs. As we reflect upon their evil efforts, we realize that the dirt that many are so quick to observe on the neighbor’s laundry hanging on the line in their back yard may not be on their laundry at all but rather may be on the window through which we view their backyard. Think about it!
A Second Thought
Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable — if anything is excellent or praiseworthy — think about such things (Philippians 4:8).
