A Second Look

John 10:30 makes one of the strongest declarations of the deity of Christ to be found anywhere in the gospels. The words of Christ are crisp and to the point, “I and the Father are one.” The importance of these words is far more than theological or philosophical. The deity of Christ frames the foundation of the security of our salvation. First Jesus said, “No one can snatch them out of my hand (vs. 28b). Then, equating Himself with the eternal God the Father, Jesus added, “No one can snatch them out of my Father’s hand” (vs. 29b). Our spiritual security stimulates stability and satisfaction in our daily lives.
Eternal life speaks of more than longevity; it speaks of quality. Eternal life describes life made up of that which is made up of eternal substance and quality. For life to be enriching and fulfilling, it must be more than material, physical, or temporal. Life calls us beyond the here and now. Life is more than today. Life cries out for that which lasts and that which has purpose.
Eternal life has no worth or value if it can be snatched away by some force or enemy outside of us. To this end Christ confirms that he will not allow anyone to sneak in and snatch away that which God has given us. To be sure, we do have an enemy at work daily seeking to destroy all that God has done in us and for us. John 10:10 teaches us that Satan acts as a stealthy thief, a cruel abuser, and a violent assailant. How can we ever hope to stand up against an enemy far greater than we are? Our sure hope stands strong in the fact that He who lives within us is far greater than all the forces of evil that surround us. Our security, our stability, and our strength pivot in our determination to hear – to listen attentively and obediently – Him gladly. That which Christ promises and provides far exceeds all the world promises but can never produce. We listen because we long for that which is eternal!
