Philip said, "Lord, show us the Father and that will be enough for us."

"Don't you know me, Philip, even after I have been among you such a long time? 


Anyone who has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, 'Show us the Father'?

Don't you believe that I am in the Father, and that the Father is in me?

A Second Look

Jesus certainly performed a number of earth-shaking miracles! Stilling the sea, walking on the water, turning the water to wine, healing the nobleman’s son, delivering the lepers, feeding thousands with the meal multiplied from a boy’s sack lunch are but a few of Christ’s mighty acts. Healing a man born blind and raising Lazarus from the dead are among the seven miracles with meaning interpreted by John. Did you notice that Jesus explained these miracles present rock-solid evidence of the deity of Christ (vs. 11b)? What did Jesus mean by His radical revelation, “He will do even greater things than these,” as He spoke to His disciples?  
It is evident that Jesus never intended to use His miracle-working power to prop up man’s fragile faith in God’s Word. If it takes a miracle to coerce man to believe, he is already beginning a relationship with God without taking God at His word. Jesus was declaring that after He ascended to the Father, the indwelling presence of His Holy Spirit would enable the first generation disciples to establish and advance the gospel of Christ with a great number of converts and a broader scope of ministry than Christ had initiated. Christ’s promise to all believers is that as we align ourselves with Him, He will do infinitely grand and glorious works through us. We can anticipate God’s great works when we embrace God’s great goals!
