A Second Look

“Not results, but evidence…” these are the words written in my Bible under verse 8 and before verse 9. Jesus does not say, “Zack, my man, because you have been so noble, you have finally qualified to be among the elite. Welcome aboard! Here is your halo and new jersey!” However, Jesus said, “Zacchaeus, because of the way you have received me, a radical change has occurred in your life turning your values completely inside out. Whereas before worshipped money used people and ignored God, now you worship God love people and use money. Zacchaeus, this change on the outside is evidence of an even greater change on the inside. What was true about Zacchaeus’s relationship with Christ two thousand years ago is still true today. When we sincerely receive Christ, He makes a radical change in your life.
What change has Christ made in your life as a result of your relationship with Christ? How has he changed your values? In what ways are your priorities different? What has changed about your use of time and money? What can be seen as different in your relationships? Has He changed your habits, your words, your attitudes, or your actions? None of these changes are merit badges. All of these changes are proof that the living life-changing God has taken up residence in you. In fact, the more area you turn over to His control and the greater degree you let Him control your life, these changes will never cease to increase. How do we know there is a real living God? Because we see the evidence of His life at work in us!
A Second Thought
If God is alive in you, your life will show evidence of continued change.

A Second Mile
