A Second Look

The problem with our fleshly nature is that even at our best it is sometimes engrained in us that we quickly slide into fleshly thoughts and actions. On the very verge of Christ’s ascension, the disciples unwittingly slip into wanting to know what would come next on God’s spiritual agenda. 

Why do we seem to want to know what is coming next? Evidently, our human drive to know what comes next has something to do with our effort to try to control our own futures. This then unlocks one of the great challenges of our faith-walk with Christ: We must leave the plan and the schedule up to the Lord and simply be about faithfully serving Him in the here-and-now. Did you notice the tone of correction in Christ’s last words? Jesus said, “It is not for you to know times or seasons which are under the Father’s sole authority.” In essence, Jesus is teaching them to quit trying to “call the play” and simply “do your part in the play or the plan God has set into motion.” This is the same challenge which stands before us today. We are to be about sharing the Good News of the love of Christ with the world around us in hopes that they too might come to know the mercy of God. 
Today, are you spending too much time attempting to control the program or the agenda of the day, rather than fulfilling the calling before you? Are you asking for an explanation from God while He is expecting obedience from you? Let go of the day. Let God have control of the moment. Simply pray, “Lord, make me a blessing to others in your name today.”
