walking, leaping, and praising God.

at the Beautiful Gate of the temple; 


and they were filled with wonder and amazement at what had happened to him.

A Second Look

As never before, they have a testimony of hope, courage, and strength resulting from the risen Lord. Because Christ is alive, are you now a purveyor of hope?
Although God does not expect you to do that which is truly impossible, He does expect you to give away the hope and love that Christ has given you. Do you feel the impact of Peter’s words, “Such as I have, give I unto you?”
