A Second Look

If our faith in Christ is real, what does Christ expect of us on a daily basis? What does He expect of all His followers? We are called of God and empowered by the Holy Spirit to fill each day with worship and witness!
“And daily in the temple” (vs. 42a) paints a picture of the disciples of Christ living out each day in grateful worship and heartfelt thanksgiving for the grace and mercy of God given to them in Christ. Where would you be today without the mercy of God? What would this day bode for you had it not been for the salvation of God? How would the events which surround you now impact your life without the wisdom and the help of God? Without Christ would not your life be a complete shipwreck? Live in gratitude. Fill your mind with all that God is blessing you with at this moment. With each breath, breathe out thanksgiving and inhale wisdom and strength.
“And in every house” paints a picture of ministry being carried into all our everyday relationships and experiences. (vs. 42b). Our witness for Christ to others is not an occasional spiritual responsibility but rather our continuous calling. Our walk and our talk must converge each day in such a way that others not knowing Christ come to experience something of His love, hope, and joy by their association with us. God has created, redeemed, and called you to be AN OUTPOST OF HOPE!
What is the difference in preaching and teaching (vs. 42c)? In preaching we proclaim the grace of God with passion, gratitude, and conviction. The idea of preaching paints a picture which embodies enthusiasm. You may be blessed to know that the very word enthusiasm comes from two words meaning IN-GOD! Teaching carries with it the idea of unpacking truth in such a way that others are able to apply it practically to their daily lives, concerns, and needs. Therefore in preaching and teaching the gospel is communicated with genuine excitement and with practical relevance. This is God’s calling for each of us every day of our lives.
