A Second Look

It is utterly and entirely impossible to exaggerate the power and the affect of faith! So important, so potent, so vital is faith that if one simply noted the verses that exhorted or displayed specific acts of faith, one would start out with sixty-five pages of life-giving eternal truth. Absorb what this means; 

GOD HAS A GREAT DEAL TO SAY TO YOU ABOUT FAITH!
Two transcendent truths serve as something of a boundary when meditating upon faith. First, “Without faith it is impossible to please God” (Heb. 11:6). Second, “All things are possible with God” (Mt. 19:26; Mk. 10:27). Therefore, looking at life as something of a continuum, we realize that faith is as essential to daily living as air! Consider this truth.

God will not withhold any resource contained throughout the four corners of heaven to bring stability and strength to those who serve Him both in faith!
Meditate upon the victorious lives of the heroes of faith found in Hebrews 11. Turn the corner of truth to read the immediately adjoining exhortation of Hebrews 12:1-2. God is more prepared to bless us that we are ready to be blessed. Here, though, is the problem. To embrace to fulness of God’s blessing upon us, we are going to have to let faith change our focus and our actions on a daily basis. Until faith becomes more than mental ascent, until faith becomes meaningful action, until we are will to take God at His word to the point that we are willing to follow Him no matter what the cost, the fire of faith will not be loosed within us. As long as we continue to give our feelings control of our actions faith will be ruled out in our lives. As long as we invite the world to shape our beliefs, faith will seem like a long lost son or daughter. The faith walk awaits you!
