No one and no circumstance holds sway over you and the outcome and destiny of your life. Evil, even when generated with malice and intent, cannot control your destiny. Paul, the author of Romans, would later find himself arrested on trumped-up charges of political insurrection, although he would go through years of imprisonment and be moved from cell to cell and city to city, Paul always referred of himself as a prisoner of the Lord Jesus Christ. He knew resentful Jews and power-hungry Roman authorities could not control the trajectory of His life. Paul was free in Christ. Paul knew every curve ball became God’s homerun hit! Take time to see throughout Scripture that God can hit a straight lick with a crooked stick! Rest in Christ. He is ready to bless you no matter what befalls you today!
