A Second Look

It has been said, “The devil is in the details,” generally being interpreted to mean that the little details of a decision, contract, agreement, or action can be the most difficult. Notice, I have chosen to play on that by referring to The Devil AND the Details. As a reaction of anger projected upon others in response to her grief, when Athaliah (the Queen Mother, the daughter of evil King Ahab and the wife of King Jehoram) saw that Ahaziah (her son) was dead, she proceeded to murder all other offspring who might lay claim to the throne. In essence, if she could not win she was going to turn the whole game board over! This savage act revealed the degree to which humans can lust for power, position, pride, and possessions. 
But, look under the surface there is an even more important chess match in play. Satan is at war with the Seed of David through which God has proclaimed the Messiah will come. He has determined to stir the sinful intents of human hearts to destroy the lineage of David so that he can destroy the kingdom and work of God. One child stands in the way – Joash. As his sister Jehosheba steals Joash and secrets him away, she is the one minor detail that will secure his life, result in protecting the lineage of David, and will give you a Messiah. So here is the point, overwhelming odds and insurmountable details may oppress and terrorize you but as long as you walk in God’s will you can rest in complete peace; your future is secure!
