A Second Look

Sometimes we wonder, “How can I do the very thing God’s Word commands me to do?” Standing firm may be the very thing we would most want to do in our spiritual lives, but we may also wonder, “How can I find anything firm enough upon which I can stand in a world in which even the credit rating of the most power nation in the world (the U.S.A.) is dropping and the stock market is spiraling toward the dreadful “Double Dip Recession?” Remarkably the answer is in the very question we articulate.
We cannot find anything in this world or of this world which is substantial enough for us to build our lives upon it. Everything we can come to take for granted is capable of crumbling under our own feet. Our health, or marriage, our jobs, and our own government can fracture and fall apart. That which seems to rob us of security is, in fact, God’s tool to point us to real security. Security is not found in our politics, our religious institutions, or our intellect or ability to resolve the stressors of our lives. Security is found only in the one person who faced life’s greatest injury and overcame it. No one other than Jesus Christ confronted the traumatic reality of death and conquered it. The resurrection of Christ is our real means of standing firm!
By conquering death, Christ revealed His resolution of the source and cause of death, SIN. That which separates us from God, that which shatters our families, that which strikes a blow at our health, that would set us alone in isolation in a world of rebellion has been confronted and conquered by Christ. His death pays the penalty of our sin. His resurrection breaks the chains death has on us. The promise of His resurrection power sets us free from the grip of sin which has dominated and devastated our lives. We can stand firm because we finally have something strong enough to sustain us – OUR RISEN LORD!
A Second Thought
The resurrection not only declares the death of death, but the promise that we now have a life defined by His supernatural power.

“LORD, enable me to live by your resurrection power. Set me free from the life I used to live.”
