A Second Look

(Now is a good time to remember the unusual indentions in the biblical text above are merely meant to help you recognize how the following line or statement in this passage of Scripture modifies, explains, or relates to the previous portion of God’s message to us.)

As Peter writes his first epistle, he explains God’s design and intention for us as a result of being born again. Let the prepositions “to” or “unto” guide you to see what God does to us when we are born again. When we trust Christ as our Savior we are endowed with a living and vibrant sense of hope (vs. 3b) and we are given a rich and lasting inheritance (vs. 4a).
What is hope? Hope is much more than an expression of desire or longing. Hope is our confident expectation that the future will unfold before us with blessing and joy. The key component in biblical hope is that our desire to see life changed for the good becomes a certain expectation based upon the resurrection of Christ. Christ’s resurrection is the ultimate expression of taking something bad (the horror, suffering, and shame of the cross) and turning it into something altogether good and glorious (the victory and magnificence of the resurrection). If Christ can take the ultimate expression of hatred and rage and turn it into something full of grace and glory, then surely He can transform the troubling times of our life today. We can face tomorrow knowing God is at work in our lives bringing good from bad.
What is our inheritance? As a birthright of those who by faith have been born again we are the recipients of the riches of God which far surpass material goods. Our inheritance is not material in nature but spiritual. Our inheritance does not rot or decay; it cannot be stolen or damaged. The character qualities of Christ are lavished upon us so that daily we can anticipate becoming more and more like Him.
