A Second Look

If you follow the positive aspects of David’s life as an example to you, you will make life count for glory of God and good of others. David is one of the influential and impacting figures of the Bible and for this reason is mentioned over 1000 times! Do you want to make your life count?  If so, follow the example of David as “the man of God.”
Moses, David, Shemaiah, Elijah, Elisha, Igdaliah, and other unnamed men were so designated in Scripture. What does it take to bare this kind of spiritual influence.
· First, the character of a man of God is consumed with and controlled by the supreme desire to honor and serve God. Those around so quickly and clearly saw his passionate and perseverant pursuit of this one goal that they captured his character in the phrase “the man of God.”
· Second, commitment and discipline are the windows through which character can be viewed. It has been said, “Character is what you are when you do not know anyone if watching.” Moses, David, Elijah, Elisha and others were consumed with the desire to love, worship, and obey God. While others merely reflected the values of the world, a small handful reflected the glory of the presence of God.
· Third, “the man of God” lived to fulfill one purpose – to make God’s message and will know through word and deed. Courage and compassion controlled their contact with all people. To “the man of God” life was not about their desires, their position, or their privileges; it was rather about calling others to faith.
· Fourth, “the man of God” lived with great personal integrity always willing to hold himself close to the same light of God’s truth.
