A Second Look

(REMEMBER: Use the indentations above to help you discover the structure and meaning of the passage.)

Going longer and growing stronger, what must God do in us in order to do good things through us? Peter unravels this mystery for us in the passage above. Following the structure of the above passage, we find the key to increasing our spiritual strength and thus enlarging our spiritual influence. First, let’s begin with a healthy assumption: God has given us all things that pertain to life and godliness in the person of Jesus Christ (vs. 3). As we come to know the Lord in a more personal and intimate way (vs. 2) these qualities which lead to life and godliness are naturally increased and enlarged. The nearer we are to the Lord through devotion, meditation, worship, and prayer the more we become like Him.
How is God’s divine nature imparted to us? Peter answers this question by revealing the truth that God has made exceedingly great and precious promises to us (vs. 4a). Therefore, it is vitally important that we develop a spiritual discipline of continuously looking for God’s promises as they are presented in Scripture. As you find God’s promises, highlight them or underline them; then transfer them to the blank pages at the front or back of your Bible with a heading which summarizes or topically labels the content of the promise, such as A Promise of Peace Isa. 26:3, or A Promise of Wisdom Jm. 1:5, or A Promise of Forgiveness 1 Jn. 1:9, or A Promise of Answered Prayer 1 Jn. 5:14-15. As you find God’s promises, meditate upon them, commit them to memory, and then apply them in daily life and thrilling and exciting transformation will burst forth within you. You will become godly and your life will be full and abundant. You do not have to strain in the flesh to try to do God’s will; you only need to saturate you heart and mind with the promises of God.
