A Second Look

As Paul writes 2 Corinthians, he spoke about the offering Paul was taking to the Christians in Judea going through a time of very great need. While the Corinthians had promised to share in meeting the need, it was the very impoverished Macedonians who had responded so generously. The Corinthians were at risk of forgetting their promise. The lessons Paul presents to the Corinthians have the same transforming effect on our lives when taken deeply to heart.
The spirit of giving begins with genuine surrender to the Lord (8:1-7). When the Lord owns our hearts, we look for ways to be blessings to others in Christ’s name. When we are captivated by the grace Christ has shown us (8:8-9), we are motivated to share God’s grace through giving. Following Christ’s example of giving always requires faith (8:10-15). Remember, the cross preceded the empty tomb. The sacrifice comes before the immeasurable satisfaction and joy of being a part of God’s great work through us toward others. As we close the chapter 8 and open chapter 9, we realize to participate in what God is doing we must be faithful with our daily resources so that we can join Him in the work of touching others. Verses 10 and 11 knits all these principles together in one dynamic act in which our surrender and our faith in His grace unlocks faithfulness to share as God gives us opportunity with a spirit of great gladness. We have learned one of life’s most exciting lessons…
