A Second Look

What do you do when the storms of life come your way? Where do you turn? Do you trust in the resources you have amassed? Do you rely on your own wisdom, strength, and skill to escape the jaws of danger that surround you? Do you look to a loved one or a trusted friend to find hope and peace in your hour of need? Listen to the testimony of the psalmist as he answers the same questions which have confronted you. David knew there was only one place of real security in the hour of his crisis. David testified that peace grew in direct proportion to his proximity or nearness to the LORD (vs. 1, “…in the shadow of thy wings will I take my refuge, until these calamities have overpast.”).
David wrote Psalm 57 and 142 from a cave during a time when many sought to destroy him. What was his greatest desire? What was his driving motive? He sought to exalt and to honor the Lord by the way he walked through his times of challenge and distress. In fact, the very next morning, David picked up his harp as the new day dawned and wrote a song of praise at the mouth of his cave.
Unfortunately, many of us make an initial search for the Lord and His will during days of difficultly, only to quickly return to trusting ourselves and following our own plans. This pattern of living moves us even closer to disaster. So today, follow David’s example, stay under His wings, near His heart, covered by his protection until the calamities pass!
