A Second Look

Luke 1:37 tells us, “For with God nothing will be impossible.” The English word “nothing” clearly carries the English idea “not one thing.” This is an excellent translation of the term in the Greek New Testament “pan rhema.” “Pan” originated from the Greek word “pas” meaning “all, everything, any, every, or the whole.” “Rhema” came from the Greek word “Rheo” meaning “any component part, word, phrase, idea, aspect, element or portion of a larger revelation of God.” Therefore, putting these two ideas together gives us the revelation that “not one component, part, or element within the whole revelation of God is without power.”
Mary and Elizabeth live in Christian history because of their complete surrender to the will of God. Both Mary and Elizabeth encounter God in a dynamic and living way because of their faith and faithfulness.
Mary and Elizabeth fill the room with the sweet aroma of thankful praise. Their minds abound with declarations of God’s glory, grace, and goodness. Their hearts dance because their hands are quick to serve the LORD.
Mary and Martha teach us how to see God change the circumstances of this day by following their example of devotion to God. For many of us, we have failed to experience the goodness and grace of God because we spend most of our time complaining rather than calling on the Lord.
