A Second Look

Stop. Take a deep breath. Settle your spirit completely. Now, look forward. Ask God to help you see the tomorrow He has prepared for you and will soon give you. Isaiah cast his eyes forward and saw: Light (vs. 1-3, and 19-22), Unity (4-9), and Joy (10-18). Many of us wonder what tomorrow holds. The closer we walk with the LORD and the more those questions become exclamations of joyful thanksgiving. Isaiah saw the work of the Messiah at its glorious and thrilling completion. As we hold Isaiah’s heart in our laps in the form of Scripture, we too are awe-filled and stirred to rejoicing. Isaiah was so gripped by the glory of God that he used that word over and over again. We shout, “GLORY to God,” because of manifold and manifest GLORY of God (1, 2, 7, 9, 13, 19 and 21). The glorious work of redemption is like the dawning of an entirely new day.
Who is touched by God’s glory? How is the glory poured out? What is the result of God’s glory upon us? According to John 17:22-24, God pours His glory on us as we receive and trust Christ. God’s glory turns pain into gain and suffering into strength. (Rom. 8:18). Peter teaches us that because of God’s glory we can settle down in suffering and embrace the growth and gain (1 Pt. 1:1-5).
