A Second Look

Sometimes there is nothing we can say but, “WOW!” Jeremiah 1:4-10 is a “WOW” revelation!
WOW, God knows us before we are even conceived, before we even exist (vs. 5)!

WOW, God’s calling is special and unique (vs. 5)
WOW, God’s calling is significant impacting others, the world, and eternity (vs. 10).

WOW, God equips, enables, and empowers everyone He calls (vs. 9).

WOW, God wants you to leave things better than when you found them (vs. 10).

WOW, God teaches us that our good works live after us and follow us (Rev 14:13).
No true believer is merely “a hangnail on the body of Christ!” God has an important purpose for your life. What is important to God may not always seem important (Remember Pharaoh’s daughter as she discovered the discarded Moses floating in the river)? As the world measures importance, but before history is in the books, God’s important purpose will be made manifest. Get ready, God is going to do something great through you!
