A Second Look

These six woes spoken by Christ were spoken in anguish not in anger. As Christ challenged the scholars of the Mosaic law, He grieved over their spiritual blindness. While majoring in religious trifles, they missed God’s glorious truth. They loved pomp and circumstance; they thrilled at public recognition and prestige. However, these same men failed to give honor to God. While they heaped heavy religious burdens and duties upon others, they lived with no real devotion to God. By rejecting Christ, they hindered others from knowing true salvation.
Christ spoke of judgment with a broken heart. As we look at our society today, we too should grieve for those who scorn our faith and shun our Savior. As we give ourselves more fully to Christ, we will find ourselves more consumed with sadness for those who do not know the love of Christ. Your lost neighbor is not your enemy. The wealthy or successful celebrity should not stir your jealousy. Grieve and pray for those without Christ. As a child of God, you have nothing to long for which is of this world.
