A Second Look

Have you noticed that some people seem to be happy almost always? Have you also noticed that some seem to be inoculated in such a way that they can never be happy? What is the address of happiness? What is the recipe for a fresh batch of happiness?
7100 Amite Church Road, Denham Springs, LA 70706 is the address of happiness.  Happiness resides in the house of the LORD. Believe it or not, I have occasionally been accused of being “hard to follow.” Therefore, let me speak with simplicity. Happiness does not reside at a physical address so that merely by arriving there happiness is automatic. However, if you seek the Lord of the manor, with a sincere heart, you are sure to find happiness. Even when (at the age of sixteen for me) catastrophe came in the form of the destruction of my family of origin, having no place to live or stay, my pastor gave me permission to become a short-term squatter in the sanctuary of the FBC of Laurel, MS, I found supernatural peace sleeping in our place of worship. It was not the cushioned pews, or the gentle teal green color scheme, but rather the warm presence my living Lord.
A passionate heart breeds purposeful days (vs. 5). Although he could not make the journey this time, it was not as though he could not make it from within his own heart. Whether he closed his eyes while writhing in his bed of affliction or lifted his attention from his blistered hands on the plow of responsibility, the psalmist learned to lift his heart to the LORD seated in power and authority upon His throne. Stages in life may exclude us from the throngs of worshippers as the journey together toward the Temple, but nothing in this world can take away our worship by force. We may give away our hearts of worship, but the world cannot take away our hearts of worship by force.
The heart of faith experiences the visitation of deliverance. Romans 1:17 teaches us that we can move from strength to strength and from faith to faith, even though the journey of faith is likely to include times of trauma. (Read 2 Cor. 1-4, 12). Trust takes you beyond trauma because trust takes us beyond the limitations of our own strength, skill or ability. Trusting God unlocks the door to the eternal!
