A Second Look

In Luke 13 we find Jesus dealing with a number of important questions as He makes His way to Jerusalem. Among those important questions which unfold in this chapter is one which has mystified generations, “Is there justice in the world?” 
As you greet each day, you may feel an innate sense, need, or desire to believe that if you do the right thing nothing wrong or untoward will befall you. You may think, “If I obey the law, if I respect my neighbor, if I help others, if I am responsible on my job, then I am inoculated from cancer, divorce, lay-offs, or other personal disasters. The truth is, you cannot conclude those who died or suffered greatly during Hurricane Katrina were the evil one and those who escaped were automatically righteous. Such a philosophy shatters and crashes to your feet as you stand over the bloodied body of a young child. Are we to conclude that those living a safe distance from the oceans of the world, say, IOWA, are more pleasing to God than those living on the coastlines of FLORIDA? “YES,” there is true and real justice, but “NO” you will not find it to be always present and active in this world.”
While Jesus taught us to pray that “God’s will be done on earth just as it is in Heaven,” the prayer itself acknowledges by implication that our world is not yet just. Furthermore, the very fact that our hearts long for true equity and transparent justice, serves to direct our attention away from this fallen physical world so that we might come to Christ in faith and ultimately one day know His eternal, righteous, just, and perfect kingdom. “Yes, Virginia true justice does exist, but do not expect to find it in this life but in the life to come. Pray that God will establish His righteous kingdom in your own life.”
