A Second Look

Faithfulness is the key to understanding this psalm and to understanding God. Faithfulness is emphasized in verses 1, 2, 5, 8, 24, and 33. God goes to extreme measures to make his faithfulness known form generation to generation (vs. 1-4), among His people (vs. 5-10), in creation (vs. 11-13), among the nations (vs. 14-18) and toward David and the children of Israel (vs. 19-37).
However, there is always an Ethan. You have an Ethan in your family. You have an Ethan among your friend. You have an Ethan in your own heart. As you read further in this Psalm you meet Ethan the Ezrahite (vs. 38-45). Ethan become confused because He knows the promises of God but the promises of God have run headlong into a practical crisis. One of the Davidic kings has been defeated in war and thus lost the throne. From Ethan’s perspective, God did not keep his promise (vs. 3, 28, 34, and 39). The point is, God’s promise did not seem to match up to Ethan’s personal reality, and therefore he concluded God had been unfaithful. Ethan’s problem was the result of his own personal shortsightedness. The ultimate fulfillment of God’s promise for one to reign on David’s throne forever was to be in the person of Jesus Christ – the Messiah. God was not faithful to David because David was His favorite. God was not unfaithful to David because one of the Davidic kings lost the throne. GOD IS FAITHFUL TO HIS PLAN! If you will line up according to God’s plan nothing and no one can defeat you!
A Second Thought
“Because of the LORD's great love we are not consumed, for his compassions never fails. 

They are new every morning; great is your faithfulness. I say to myself, "The LORD is my portion; therefore I will wait for him” (Lam. 3:22-24). This is Jeremiah’s testimony of God in the darkest hours of Israel’s total destruction.
A Second Step

“LORD, teach me to trust your plan more than I trust my own personal experience in life.”
A Second Mile
Frustration and disappointment may reveal our lack of faithfulness. How does you sense of frustration stack up against God’s declared faithfulness? Rather than being mad at some troubling circumstance, surrender yourself to God’s plan for your life regardless of the circumstance you may face.
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
