A Second Look

The declaration of Christ that “salvation has come to this house” is gripping. Christ’s remark stirs our minds to realize that when salvation comes home to stay, things change! What changed in Zacchaeus’ life?
· Zacchaeus was no longer a little man trying to be big. Although before Zacchaeus constantly felt the need to get power and control over others, perhaps as some kind of compensation for his diminished stature, he was now delivered from his own insecurities.
· Zacchaeus was now moved to build up the kingdom of God rather than attempting to amass his own kingdom. Before the only person occupying the throne within his life was self, now Christ filled that place of central leadership and authority.
· Before Zacchaeus used people to get things, now he used things to bless people. The focus of his life was transformed from getting to giving. Before, his thought was, “What’s yours is mine and I want it.” Now, his thought was, “What’s mine is yours and I will share it.”
· Stealth, duplicity, deception, and manipulation were previously a way of life for Zachhaeus; now, he was consumed by transparency, integrity, and compassion. Before, the ends justified the means. Now, no goal in life surpasses the goal of obedience.
The most manifest evidence is this, when Christ visit’s salvation upon the life of an individual, life will never again be the same. New values, new priorities, and new behaviors all shout the truth that Jesus has taken up residence in the believer’s life.
