A Second Look

Our modern society has become enamored with political correctness. Western society today is so determined to make everyone feel like everything is equally right that nothing is wrong. We do not want anyone to any set of values to be deemed true so that all can feel their values – or lack of values – are equally noble, moral, and honorable. However, this is not the nature of God. God is absolutely righteous.
What is the theme that unites the passages above? God’s people have been lost, devoured, and destroyed because supposed religious leaders have been miss-leaders (vs. 6). Such religious miss-leaders are declared by God to be unfit for doing anything good (vs. 16). God’s requirement of those that love the LORD is that they hate evil (vs. 10). The fact is that God only sheds His light and joy on those who allow his upright character to be reproduced in their lives. Light is essential for life, physically and spiritually. Straight talk requires us to declare that living in darkness – values contrary to God’s teaching – brings death. We cannot say we love God unless we love what God loves and hate what God hates. God hates sin in any shape or size because sin brings death.
