A Second Look

Are you ready for God to interrupt your schedule for the day to present to you an opportunity to touch someone in Jesus’ name? Are you ready for the hand of God to move through you? In the latter years of Paul’s life, he invested heavily in the lives of men such as Timothy, Titus, Silas, Luke, and others so that God would be given every opportunity to impact the world through them. What were the essential lessons Paul shared?
First, our message must be consistent with God’s revelation (vs. 1-3). Unfortunately, today many have come to think that spiritual truth is something of a free-form activity in which each individual shapes his or her own beliefs. The fact is, there is one set of spiritual truths and Jesus embodies them all (Jn. 14:6).

Second, our spiritual lives only have power as our walk and our talk agree (vs. 7). If we are honest with ourselves, we can measure the consistency of our beliefs and our behaviors. When we are not the same on the inside as we appear on the outside, our influence will only be destructive.
Third, we are each responsible for whether or not we attract or detract from the witness of Christ (vs. 10). God holds how we represent Him to others as a most serious matter (Mt. 18:6).
