A Second Look

God’s grandest and most glorious work cannot be found in creation. Far beyond the numberless myriad of stars, the countless combinations of colors that can be painted in the feathers of a Mallard duck, or the infinite flecks of brilliance appearing in the Iris of a child’s eye is the RE-CREATIVE GENIUS of God in saving man. In creation, God brings into perfect physical existence that which has been created out of nothing. In so-doing, God calls us to have greater faith, love, and devotion to Christ knowing that His re-creation of our lives is profitable to all who believe. God wants to do something magnificent in your life today!
