A Second Look

It has been said that Jesus saves from the uttermost to the uttermost! There is no depth so low that He can not reach it. Furthermore, the only limit as to the degree to which we can know and experience the fullness of what God has in store for us is the limitation placed by our lack of faith. While, as the old adage goes, the leopard cannot change its spots, God can certainly change the very nature of a man. It is true that God can save the most flagrant sinners (vs. 25), however the emphasis in the word completely is that God can save to ultimate, final, and complete goal. Of all of those Christ has saved, He surely has not lost one! Because the Old Testament system of priestly sacrifices was made by a mere mortal man, each person was reminded that any deliverance or forgiveness that one might experience was always limited. Since the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus Christ, there has been no limitation to the longevity, the endurance, or the completeness to which Christ saves a man or woman. Jesus is ever-living and ever-interceding for us.
The completeness of the power of God to save is framed by the fact that Jesus Christ is eternal, perfect, and almighty. God can and will do all that is necessary to transform our lives into a reflection of Himself. Think about the power of the glorious promise made to us in Hebrews 7:25. Jesus lives to make intercession for you day and night. Whether you know you face a need or not Jesus prays for you. Whether you understand the remedy or not Jesus prays for you. Whether you have the strength and wisdom to confront that which is lacking within you, Christ’s intercession on your behalf insures that each moment of each day you are surrounded by the super-sufficiency of God.
