“Rest in Him”
23 
It was necessary, then, for the (earthly) copies of the heavenly things 


to be purified with these (earthly) sacrifices,



but the heavenly things themselves with better (heavenly) sacrifices than these.

For Christ did not enter a man-made sanctuary 



that was only a copy of the true one; 



he entered heaven itself, 



now to appear for us in God's presence.

Nor did he enter heaven to offer himself again and again, 



the way the high priest enters the Most Holy Place every year




with blood that is not his own.

Then Christ would have had to suffer many times since the creation of the world. 


But now he has appeared once for all at the end of the ages 


to do away with sin by the sacrifice of himself.

Just as man is destined to die once, and after that to face judgment,

and he will appear a second time, not to bear sin,

A Second Look

You can rest in perfect peace in Christ because He is prepared for all that you face. Hebrews is filled with many comparisons and contrasts between that which the Jews practiced and that which Christ did on behalf of all that would believe. Hebrews reveals God’s perfect plan for our salvation. Hebrews 9 contrasts the sanctuary in which the Jewish sacrifice for sin is offered (vs. 1-10), the service in which the sacrifice for sin is made (vs. 11-15), and the sacrifice itself (vs. 16-28) to the perfect sacrifice for sin in Christ. It is startling to learn that God’s perfect plan for man’s salvation was set in motion before time and that it was merely revealed through the illustration of the Jewish sacrificial system.
Judaism presented a complex system of sacrifices to cover man’s sin. None of the sacrifices were permanently effective. No Jewish sacrifice was sufficient for every sin and no animal was a willing sacrifice. An animal was only an innocent atonement for sin in as much as an animal was not a moral creature. However, Christ was the sinless sacrifice for sin offered willingly. He died once and for all. Because Christ was the perfect and eternal sacrifice, He secured our salvation eternally. When Christ returns, He will come to claim those who have received Him. Wow! God had a perfect plan for our salvation before time began!
A Second Thought
God’s perfect plan of salvation completely settled our sin debt to give us perfect peace.

A Second Mile
God has been prepared for all that comes before you today since before time began. Rest in Him.
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
