A Second Look

David views life as a warrior views a battle. Psalm 108 is taken from Psalm 57:7-11 (for Ps. 108:1-5) and Psalm 60:5-12 (for Ps. 108:6-13). His message is clear and confident: (1) I will praise you (vs. 1-6), (2) I will listen to you (vs. 7-9), and (3) I will conquer (vs. 10-13). Can you not see God counsel for you today? If you will get your heart right before me, as you listen to me, you can conquer whatever comes before you! The wisdom of David as he embraces and exposes the revelation of God still hold true today.
Yes, you may face many challenges, but all are merely a means for victory!
As you praise God, you prepare your heart. Praise the Lord can best be accomplished as you begin by remembering all He has done for you. Turn your thoughts back to your salvation; take time to reflect upon the times of His provision and protection. Focus your thoughts upon both His mercy (not giving you what you deserve) and grace (giving you what you do not deserve. Think on the times when you felt as though all things were through and that you had no hope. As you fill you thoughts on all God has done, your confidence grows in what God will yet do.
Victory is not just a matter of praising God. Conquering evil around you requires more than a right attitude; you must also exhibit right actions. This is why it is imperative that you listen to the instructions of God. Overcoming evil demands that we apply God’s Word.
