A Second Look

One of the most common mistakes man makes is to judge the outcome of an event before its time has come. We look across the horizon to find men and women who seemingly thumb their noses at God and His will only to appear to come out on top. The truth is, this profit and apparent success will never last. However, it takes a lifetime for this truth to be made manifest. Remember, God has clearly said that the just (the righteous) shall live by faith (Rom. 1:17; Gal. 3:11; and Heb. 10:38). 

As you read the principles and promises above, you may be prompted to wonder, “Is this really true?”  Not only do we have the declaration of Scripture that “it is impossible for God to lie.” We also have the evidence of experience that is born out over a lifetime. The cycles of the seasons of the year and the seasons of life all point to the consistency of the Word and will of God. The verities and the judgments of God are not instantaneous but they are absolute.
Take time to reflect on the course of history? Have you observed those who have ignored the will of God? Have you followed the course of nations, even continents who have ignored the truths of God? What has been their outcome? More importantly, what lessons can you draw from their experience? As we have heard, “The wheels of God’s judgment may grind slow, but they also grind exceedingly fine!” Only a fool lives for that which he cannot keep; while the wisest of men live for what they cannot lose!
