EVERYONE WHO believes (adheres to, trusts, and relies on the fact)

He who believes in the Son of God [who adheres to, trusts in, and relies on Him] 



has the testimony [possesses this divine attestation] within himself. 


He who does not believe God [in this way] has made Him out to be and represented Him


as a liar, because he has not believed (put his faith in, adhered to, and relied on) 



the evidence (the testimony) that God has borne regarding His Son.

He who possesses the Son has that life; 


he who does not possess the Son of God does not have that life.

A Second Look

God does not want you to have a so-so sense of security in your salvation. God wants you to have a know-so sense of salvation. He wants each believer to know his name is permanently recorded in Heaven. He wants you to rest with perfect peace that you are safe in the arms of God. 
The believer’s settled sense of peace results from a salvation entirely based upon grace. You cannot do anything to get yourself saved. You cannot do anything to keep yourself saved.  Salvation is entirely the work of God. God the Father planned for your salvation. God the Son paid for your salvation. God the Spirit produced your salvation!
The most dangerous religious lie afoot in our world today is universalism – the belief that all people are automatically saved because a loving God will not allow any to be lost. This lie lulls people into a false sense of spiritual security. Jesus made it clear, He alone grants the gift of salvation (read and memorize John 1:12; 14:6, and 1 John 5:12 above).

A Second Mile
