A Second Look

Wow, how things change! Have you had the occasion to drive down a familiar road or arrive at an intersection you have driven through for decades only to find that you do not recognize a thing? The road has been widened, businesses have popped up, and traffic lights now govern your trip, when once you would have traveled a quiet country lane. If you live in one area long enough you may come to the faulty notion that nothing lasts, nothing endures, and nothing stays the same. While the surface of the land seems to constantly change, the actual topography of the land reveals a different lesson of great permanence. The lay of the land (i.e. the mountains, hills, valleys, and rivers) seems to stay the same regardless of what pops up on the surface of the land. 

In David’s day, one of the ways of expressing certainty and security was to reflect upon the permanence of Mt. Zion. Before David took the mount known of as Zion (“Sunny”), it was a fortress of the Jebusites that was believed to be so secure that even an army made up of the lame and the blind could sustain its security from outside attack. After David purchased the land of Araunah’s threshing floor for the future construction of the Temple, all of the area surrounding the two dominant hills of Jerusalem (Zion and Moriah) came to be known of as Zion and as the dwelling place of God among His people.
The lesson of Psalm 125 is one that has been co-opted by the Jews from the Jebusites. The Jebusites thought that the high point of Mt. Zion would secure their physical security from outside attack. After David acquired the land of Zion, he prepared for the building of a Temple and began to teach the people of God that their real source of security would be in their submission and worship of Jehovah God at the Temple his son Solomon would construct upon Zion. Furthermore, Zion would come to mean the people of God themselves as those who were truly secure because of their faith in God. So, what does Psalm 125 teach us? True and lasting security can only be found as we live by faith in God!
