In much the same way we sing Christmas Carols seasonally each year, they sang Songs of Ascent as they returned to the temple to worship the LORD.
Can you see the wisdom God imparted to them as they turned their hearts toward the LORD? God was visibly and practically making an indelible memory on their hearts and lives as they climbed to rocky and rugged terrain toward Jerusalem. What they sang in the strong mountains around Zion, they sang about describing the strength and resilience the LORD would impart to them. Furthermore, their Songs of Ascent also taught them that looking to strength promised by the ways of the world would bring about their decline and demise. Today, God wants us to fix our minds (thoughts), hearts (emotions), and wills (actions) upon Him.
