A Second Look

Do you take time to notice the unseen people that bless you? For me there is the wonderfully sweet black lady that manages CVS, she greets me with a warm and inviting smile each time I see her. Her voice is welcoming and her friendliness is valued. When I have the occasion to stop at McDonald’s on Florida in Denham Springs the manager touches me with her kindness and open heart. Do you take time to honor and appreciate those who work the nightshift? The unknown and unseen policeman, fireman, soldier, doctors, nurses, utility, and industry workers that keep the machines and ministries going while we sleep are huge blessings unseen blessing to us. Who has been faithful to minister to you at times when you did not see it? Who has held the fort down in the nursery while you offered praise to God? How would you make it without those who serve when it is awkward and  inconvenient?
How can you be thankful if you are called upon for a nightshift type of ministry? What is more like the servant-nature of Christ than being willing to fill a nightshift type of work? If you can volunteer for the long or the odd shift so a young mother can be with her young children, whether at Christmas or in everyday life, doesn’t Christ smile upon you? Wouldn’t your faith shine so undeniably brightly in such a situation? To be made like Christ, to cause Christ to smile, to give the gift of a clear and consistent witness are plenty enough reasons to rejoice in the difficult and untimely ministries you are called upon to perform.
Do not forget the power of pure praise! Verse two speaks of the worship offered at a time when no one can see it, be impressed by it, or offer their praise for it. Do you worship God in ways and in times that are entirely private?
Notice, the creator and controller of Heaven and earth plans to bless those who serve the nightshift (vs. 3). The pay differential for having a servant heart and doing the hard task is definitely worth the effort!
